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Abstract
This study aims to determine the improvement of English Teacher Literacy through Training on Understanding English Communication through Netflix. This type of research is quantitative. This research discusses the interaction and influence of these aspects on each other. The object of this research is English teachers in private high schools totaling 57 people. data analysis techniques in this study using Sem PLS. The results of the validity test showed that all question items distributed to respondents were declared valid because all indicators met the value above the loading factor of 0.5. In analyzing the relationship between these two variables, this study found that directly the understanding of English teacher communication through Netflix has an effect on increasing teacher literacy (Y) at Ar-Raudhatul Hasanah private mengeah school with a significance value of 0.000 <0.05 and a tcount value of 6.774> ttable 2.008. The results of the R Square value of the English teacher literacy improvement variable (Y) have a value above 0.50 indicating that the model is moderate. The results of the f test show that each variable has a relatively large relationship where according to the provisions of the withdrawal criteria, if the f2 value is 0.35 then there is a large effect of exogenous variables on endogenous. This shows that watching movies on Netflix has a great influence in improving English communication skills for anyone who watches it, including English teachers.
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INTRODUCTION
The development of technology towards the 5.0 era has a huge influence and role in various lines of life. Changes that occur directly or indirectly can have a major influence on the spread of science and information without having space and time limits. In an effort to improve the quality of education, various breakthroughs in learning innovation are needed to improve teachers' communication skills in English. Learning innovation can encourage teachers to learn independently, creatively and actively. In addition, learning innovation is needed to improve the efficiency and effectiveness of learning towards renewal (Muin et al., 2021). So that learning activities are not boring, one form of presenting learning materials in digital or electronic formats such as e-books where e-books are displays of information or text in book format that are recorded electronically using hard disks, diskettes, CDs, or flash disks and can be opened and read using a computer or electronic book reader (e-book viewer or e-book ready) (M. Mulyadi et al., 2018).
Currently, teachers are in a transition period where theories of educational development emerge along with new forms of digital communication. These new technologies are YouTube, Whatsapp, Facebook and Instagram, even Netflix, where technological advances are able to participate with information in improving digital literacy skills, one of which is communication in English through shows on Netflix (Irianti et al., 2020).  YouTube is a kind of learning material taken from the internet. Through the internet, it empowers every teacher and learner who can connect to a network with wider capabilities. The internet makes it possible to search, find, and communicate information that might otherwise be out of reach (Rizkan et al., 2018).
Teachers as educators in educational institutions as the main stakeholders are obliged to increase students' environmental awareness in improving English language skills (Ramadhan et al., 2018).  However, mastering English speaking skills is not easy, therefore learning media is needed to improve English communication skills, especially for teachers (Siska et al., 2018). According to  (Linda & Mukhaiyar, 2019) Communication is an integral part of human life.  People communicate in various ways to express thoughts, feelings, knowledge, skills, and ideas.
English teachers face many obstacles that hinder their language maintenance efforts. The high demands of their profession often leave them with limited time and energy to dedicate to their own language learning and maintaining a foreign language.A foreign language is essential to upholding one's identity for several reasons, one of which is that language serves as a tool of distinction between different groups. Communication effectiveness can only occur when language learners have the motivation and opportunity to express their own identity and engage with those around them (Hosn, 2021).
Quoted from the book The Role of Digital Literacy in Pandemic Times (Suherdi, 2021), digital literacy is the knowledge and skills of users in utilizing digital media, such as communication tools, internet networks and so on. User skills in digital literacy include the ability to find, work on, evaluate, use, create and utilize them wisely, intelligently, carefully and precisely according to their uses. Digital literacy has brought many benefits to people's lives. These benefits include: Activities to find and understand information can broaden individual insights (Cenrikawaty et al., 2018). Increasing the ability of individuals to be more critical in thinking and understanding information. Increase the mastery of individual 'vocabulary', from various information read. Improve individual verbal skills. Digital literacy can improve individual focus and concentration. Increase individual's ability to read, string sentences and write information.
One of the media that can increase teacher literacy in improving English speaking skills is through Netflix, Netflix has changed the way everyone spends leisure time. Netflix doesn't just provide viewing but more than that we can take advantage of Netflix can improve English language skills, including: 1) Improve vocabulary using subtitles. 2) Improve speaking fluency and pronunciation. 3) Develop listening skills, and Practice listening to different accents. By watching movies on netflix without Indonesian subtitles can help increase the vocabulary of the English language itself. Where vocabulary size is one important factor to improve reading comprehension. The research findings mentioned that reading comprehension is beneficial to English Language learning (Sari et al., 2018).
Netflix, Inc. is a movie distributor company in the form of DVDs originating from the United States. After a long journey as a DVD distributor since 1997, in 2010 Netflix switched to a form of video on demand that can be enjoyed on digital devices such as Apple and Android (Netlix, 2023). Netflix provides products in the form of movies, series, and documentaries from various countries.  Netflix shows are authentic materials where authentic materials are the best way to improve listening skills and speaking skills through conversations that represent how native English speakers communicate orally in real life, so that language learners learn from authentic conversations (Muthusamy et al., 2020). This illustrates how this encoding differs between languages as a 'semantic perspective' and argues that language teachers need to pay attention to communication techniques through movies. Netflix is included in Digital or electronic teaching materials can be integrated with social networking sites by affixing links for students to use (Ramadhan et al., 2019).
Through movie media on Netflix with the same subtitles as what the actors and actresses in the movie say (English subtitles), it is hoped that teachers will be able to identify how the expression and pronunciation of English text directly from native speakers so that the learning process is expected that students can get used to hearing conversational expressions in English. In research (Syofiani et al., 2018) explains that media is "everything that can be used to channel messages and stimulate the learning process in students". Because by using the media the learning process becomes more interesting and students understand more about what the teacher says. With this process, teachers can further improve their speaking skills.  Based on the above phenomenon, teaching speaking skill with subtitled English movie media is one of the reasons why researchers expected one new way to teach speaking, so this phenomenon is interesting to do further research.

METHOD
In this study, a quantitative research approach was used to explore the relationship between understanding English communication through Netflix and improving English teachers' literacy. According to (Prof. Dr. Syahrul et al., 2017) Quantitative research is based on measurements expressed in terms of quantity. In contrast, qualitative research is concerned with discovering the motives or desires underlying the intended thing, so it is necessary to conduct in-depth interviews to achieve this goal. With this perspective, a quantitative framework was deemed most suitable for the purpose of the study. An explanatory design was adopted, focusing on linking two specific variables: the factor of understanding English communication through Netflix (variable x) and the improvement of English teachers' literacy (variable y).
This study was conducted at Ar-Raudhatul Hasanag Senior High School in Medan City, an environment where certain phenomena-such as teachers' hesitancy to speak English-are readily apparent. This private high school of Ar-Raudhatul Hasanah was an appropriate choice because of the observable patterns and the scarcity of research in this area. The school's mandatory English-speaking activities require teachers to improve their English language skills, hence the need to upgrade their skills, one of which is through the medium of Netflix. The findings of this study will be useful for educators to identify patterns related to teachers' challenges in improving English speaking skills that may arise from teachers' psychological conditions. For students, this insight can help students in understanding English structure and using English vocabulary in daily life in the school environment.
Data was collected using a questionnaire designed by (Ariyanti, 2016). Quoting the opinion of (Cohen et al., 2018), questionnaires are an efficient tool for structured data collection and quantitative data collection. Their administration does not require the direct presence of the researcher, making the process more efficient. The English version of the questionnaire has been translated into Bahasa Indonesia to minimize potential misunderstandings. Ensuring the instrument validity of the instrument is very important. (Heale & Alison Twycross, 2015) emphasize the importance of validity and reliability in confirming research results. This study used 16 questionnaires distributed to 57 English teachers at Ar-Raudhatul Hasanah high school. The validity test results using SEM PLS show the validity value above 0.7, meaning that all questionnaires are valid and the composite reliability value on the variable understanding of English communication through Netflix (X) is 0.812 and the composite reliability value on the variable of increasing English teacher literacy (variable y) is 0.937 (Ghozali, 2020).
Another source of data was the record of vocabularies literacy improvement that teachers recognized as improving their ability to speak more fluently and using better grammar, which included several listening, writing and speaking indicators. For data analysis, descriptive statistics were used to answer the two main research questions about the condition of teachers' English communication comprehension and teachers' English literacy improvement. (Cohen et al., 2018)show that descriptive statistics effectively describe and provide insight into the data collected.

DISCUSSION
The role of netflix in improving English teachers' literacy in communication.
Teaching communication / speaking is one of the tasks that teachers must do in teaching English to improve students' abilities in English. Speaking skills are one of the important items in a person's language proficiency test. besides that, listening skills can be done through fun things such as: listening to the radio, listening to English songs, especially watching English movies is also very closely related to listening skills. In improving the teacher's ability to communicate in English, a method or media is needed to help improve speaking skills so that learning English is more interesting and easy to understand.  In this case, the teacher as a facilitator is able to invite students to have the opportunity to express the ideas they have. Teachers should also be able to invite students to participate in various activities in English, especially speaking activities, so that their competence becomes good and fluent (Yustina & Mukhaiyar, 2017). 
Improving your English communication skills can be done in many ways. It can be from reading books, taking lessons, increasing conversations, chatting through forums, even watching Netflix series which have a large selection of exciting movies.  By watching English movies as one of the teaching and learning media in language lessons helps increase teacher sensitivity in understanding language and increase teacher literacy related to vocabularies. This is because movies are very interesting and there is a story to follow and observe. Subtitles in any language are a wonderful tool that allows people to enjoy movies from other cultures and countries, but for language learners subtitles may actually tend to make students more lazy to understand the language. Through English subtitles can also improve reading comprehension and increase teachers' awareness of the main idea in a text is essential for good comprehension (Sriyati et al., 2019). The topic of conversation should be related to real-world situations. Topics such as self, family, people, places, objects, famous people, shopping are found in real world situations (Zaim et al., 2017). 
The National Center for Innovative Technology and the Center for Implementing Technology in Education (2010) asserts that for teachers who are learning English (or a foreign language), subtitled movies can have benefits. The use of subtitled movies has been shown to be more effective for improving overall auditory comprehension than movies. Using subtitled movies for foreign language learning has shown improvements in reading and listening comprehension, word recognition, decoding skills, motivation and vocabulary acquisition.  Movies with subtitles that are the same as what the actors and actresses in the movie say (English subtitles) are expected to be able to identify how the expression and pronunciation of English text directly from native speakers so that the learning process is expected that teachers can get used to hearing conversational expressions in English. With this process, teachers can further improve their speaking skills (R et al., 2019). 
This research is in line with the results of research (D. Mulyadi & Mutmainnah, 2015) explaining in his research that with visual media equipped with English subtitles can facilitate a person's level of understanding in both listening and speaking English. Movies on Netflix with subtitles in English can be a medium that they do not realize that they are learning English. This means that their focus besides reading the subtitles they also listen to how to pronounce the text in the subtitles spoken by the native speakers (actors and actresses) in the movie.
The results of the study (Megawati et al., 2021) support the results of this study and explain in their research that using movies as a medium for learning English provides background information that activates prior knowledge in students which is very important in stimulating Herron and Hanley's four language skills in Canning (Canning-Wilson, n.d.) Movie watching activities provide entertainment and make teachers interested and enjoy learning English. Movies usually feature audio and visuals with text that can help teachers understand the meaning and spelling of new words so that it is hoped that through movie watching activities can enrich vocabulary and improve teachers' English language skills, especially speaking skills (Handayani et al., 2018).
The results of a study (Aisya & Ali Mustofa, 2022) showed that watching Netflix series had a great impact on teachers' English language development. This research suggests that incorporating Netflix series into language learning routines can be valuable for English teachers. This research contributes to understanding the potential benefits of utilizing popular media platforms such as Netflix for language skill development among educators. The results of the study (Apriyanti et al., 2018) in improving English communication skills teachers must also be selective in choosing applications that are in accordance with the focus of the task. Because the task given is to upload videos, such as Instagram is the right choice for learning to improve English language skills for both teachers and students.

Research results (Aisya & Ali Mustofa, 2022) explain that authentic materials are the best way to improve listening skills and speaking skills through conversations that represent how native English speakers communicate orally in real life, so that language learners learn from authentic conversations (Muthusamy et al., 2020). Digital media provides potential benefits of Netflix series in English and teachers' language maintenance efforts, in addition to learning media through Netflix offers practical recommendations for educators and institutions to improve language proficiency among English language teachers. The implication of this study is that English teachers should be motivated by the sociocultural content of Netflix series. As a form of media change, Netflix series attract a wide audience, especially those who search for English materials online including teachers. Teachers find that Netflix series provide them with language input, sociocultural knowledge, and topics for conversation so that what teachers have gained from Netflix series can be transferred to students (Enidar et al., 2018).
